BUSINESS REVIEW AND PROSPECTS

Financial review

During the period ended 30 June 2009, turnover decreased by approximately 19%
to approximately HK$19 million as compared with the corresponding period last
period. Moreover, the Group also recorded the loss attributable to shareholders
amounted to approximately HK$3,293,000 which was 213% less than the
corresponding period in 2008. The loss for the period was principally due to the
increase of operating expenditures and the reduction in profit resulted from the
market sentiment pertaining to the IT industry.

Business review and Outlook

During the period ended 30 June 2009, the Group was operating in a difficult
business environment by the prolonged recession. The uncertainties of economic
recovery have made clients holding investment of their IT project, which exert
great pressure on the Group's enterprise software business.

Despite the difficult market condition, the Group is nevertheless seeking for
advantages to expand its software development capabilities. The Group has
actively recruited programming and sales staff for developing and promoting
its new software products. Productivity of research and development team is
significantly increased by our breakthrough software development technologies. A
variety of software applications is efficiently and effectively developed to suit for
different industry requirements. The Group is confident that the strong software
development capabilities bring forth the advantages of software industrialization
in these challenging times.
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In the coming quarters, the Group expects software developers will still be under
challenges and severe competition. To maintain its competitive edge in the tough
business environment, the Group will continue allocating resource in software
development and will always be ready when the economy recovers.
